The scope of this task group is to develop provisions for alternate sizing of waste side piping as 
was achieved with the alternate water supply sizing provisions previously published within 
WE-Stand. The recommendations provided by the task group will be forwarded to the WE-
Stand Technical Committee for consideration in the development of the 2023 edition of the 
WE-Stand.
