e Generate provisional language based on the list under Section E 103.2.2
(Treated Water),
Update Figure E 104.1 to include arrows,

Determine if including an equation for ozone (gr/hr) fits within the format of the
WE-Stand,
Research and determine if there exist standards for chlorination/dechlorination

of wastewater, and

Update the draft recommendations for review.
e All members are to review the current draft and provide additional
commentary/revisions where necessary.
